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Currently a Medical Consultant at the Medical Oncology Division of the
National Cancer Institute of Milan, where her principle area of research is

thoracic oncology.

In 1995, Dr Garassino received her medical
degree in medicine from the University of
Milan and in 1999 she achieved her board
specialization in Oncology and continued her
training in oncology at various European
institutions. She held a clinical post at the
Fatebenefratelli Ophthalmic Hospital in Milan,
Italy, from 2005 to 2011. Dr Garassino, who
was the founder of the AIOM Giovani (ltalian
Young Oncologists Committee) in 2001 (chair
2003-2007) and also a previous member of the
ESMO Young Oncologists Committee, has
served or is serving on several national and
international committees and task forces, and
also participates in trials; in particular, she is
coordinator of the TAILOR trial.

Strongly involved with the international
oncology community, Dr Garassino is an
active member of several ESMO committees,
in the areas of education, publication and
public policy, and was on the local committee
for the ESMO Congress 2010 in Milan. She is a
member of the ESMO Lung Cancer Faculty,
ESMO Public Policy Committee, and ESMO
